The children all looked brilliant in their P)'s on Thursday for World Book Day and we enjoyed a day
themed around reading and the importance of books.

The children wrote about their favourite character from our class book, The Boy Who Grew Dragons
and designed their own book cover for their exotic fruit plant in the same style as the book Tomas
finds in the story.

Other activities included author and book wordsearches, cracking the code reading themed maths,
reading new books in the reading corner, listening to the teachers reading stories and the children
reading to each other too. All of the children really enjoyed the day.

In our usual maths lessons this week, the children have continued their work on fractions. The
children have been learning how to add and subtract fractions with the same denominator and year
4 were looking at adding and subtracting fractions beyond a whole. The children worked in pairs to
work out addition and subtractions using concrete apparatus before moving on to being able to
record these.

In English the children have been working on writing their own information text about an exotic fruit
plant. The children used their prior learning to help them to write appropriate sub headings and



information while also using their own creativity to decide the mythical creature they believe would
emerge from the plant.
